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1. The e-TradeWay Scanners – flexibility for a customised solution  
 
e-TradeWay’s suite of three Scanner systems serve single or multiple users, and 
single or multiple sites, providing a paper-free ordering system for a whole range 
of products.  
 
Our scanner systems provide flexibility to enable a customised solution to be 
developed from a set of established tools. 
 
The systems work through the manipulation of a master list of products 
established in your tailor made Master Stock Room, with communications 
technology providing a summary of scans online to all users of each stock 
room. 
 
Each scanner has the capability to place data into the E-Tradeway back office 
managed on a secure web site accessed through a log in and password. 
 
 
 
2. Master Stock Room 
 
A master list of products to be managed is established in a Master Stock Room 
from which items can be added or deleted as required.  
 
Items available in the Master Stock Room can be allocated into one or several 
remote stock locations and once in a remote location the amount of required 
stock can be set. In this way a product can be managed at different levels of 
stock for different stock rooms. 
 
Once a stock room is created it is linked to a scanner through a unique collection 
point number (CPI).This enables communication between the web based stock 
room and the scanner. 
 
A list of permitted users by stock location will also be available and can be edited 
on line.  
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3. Viewing Scans 
 
Communication to the web based stock room can be either through a local 
computer, a local area connection or communications routine. 
 
When the communications routine is completed the scanned data will be 
available to view in the following ways : 
 

• Scans by product; by authorised user; by date; by time and by quantity 
 

• A summary of scans by a single product against an adjustable date range 
 

• Proposed replenishment order based against scans received and 
compared with the products preset stock room stock target. 

 
This information will also be available on line to all users of each stock room. 
 
Usage data can be downloaded into Microsoft Excel. 
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4. The e-TradeWay Scanner Systems 
 
We work with a variety of scanners as long as they can support the 
communication routines. 
 
Our standard offering is a MC5574 unit from Motorola 
 
This is offered in either a GPRS or Local Area Network Docked version 
 
4(a) e-TradeWay Mini Scanner 
 
The E-tradeway Mini scanner system is designed for use in a variety of stock 
rooms for the generation of electronic orders, using a Symbol Scanner CS1504 
in either USB or RS232 Format. 
 
Scans are collected in the unit and then transferred to the software hosted on a 
local computer. Once the scans are on the screen additional items can be added 
by key strokes with the whole order adjustable prior to approval. 
 
Completed orders can be transmitted from the computer onto the E-tradeway 
server. Here the order can be sent to a product supplier through e-mail or placed 
on a web page for collection. 
 
4(b) e-TradeWay Midi Scanner System - Multiple User One Site 
 
The E-tradeway Midi scanner system is designed for use in a single stock room 
with multiple users, allowing each user to log on to the scanner and make issues 
to designated cost centres. The scans can be reviewed on the scanner and 
edited as required. 
 
Once the issue is confirmed the data will be sent to the E-tradeway back office 
either by LAN or GPRS connectivity. The scanner will communicate to send data 
and also collect updates to users.  
 
Users and products can be added or deleted from the system remotely.  
 
For this service we use the MC5574 unit from Motorola, offered in either a GPRS 
or Local Area Network Docked version. However, we are able to work with a 
variety of scanners as long as they can support the communication routines.

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4(c) e-TradeWay Maxi Scanner System - Multiple Users Multiple Sites  
 
The e-TradeWay Maxi scanner system is designed for use in multiple stock 
rooms with a range of users. 
 
Each location is assigned a unique Collection Point Index (CPI) to identify the 
location. At the start of the process the user logs in and scans the (CPI) number. 
Scans are then collected and can be edited on the scanner unit. 
 
Once the scan is confirmed the data will be sent to the E-tradeway back office by 
GPRS connectivity. The scanner will communicate to send data and also collect 
updates to users. 
 
Users and products can be added or deleted from the system remotely.  
 
Product additions and deletions can be made to the stock room remotely.  
 
For this service we use the MC5574 unit from Motorola, offered in either a GPRS 
or Local Area Network Docked version. However, we are able to work with a 
variety of scanners as long as they can support the communication routines. 
 
 
 
5. Pricing 
 
e-TradeWay i-POS System 
 
Prices for our Scanner system is provided on a project basis. Please contact our 
sales team for an initial discussion. 
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6. Payment 
 
Payment for the Scanners can be made in two ways. 
 
Method One 
 
We will not commence work until the specification of the Scanner system has 
been agreed. 
 
Once this is established we will issue a specification and order 
acknowledgement. With all orders we ask for a 30% deposit of the full project 
value prior to commencing work. 
 
On completion of the Scanner System to the agreed specification we will issue 
an invoice for the balance. Payment of this invoice will be due 30 days after the 
site has been turned on. 
 
Management fees will be invoiced at the end of each month. 
 
Payment in terms 30 days is required to maintain access the Scanner back office 
  
 
Method Two 
 
The Scanner system can be purchased on lease finance supplied by Ideal 
Leasing 
 
To use this facility we will introduce you to Ideal leasing to arrange funding.
